	Are for profit entities eligible for this grant?  

We are a designated HPSA that is a for profit entity.


	The eligibility requirements are found on Page 4 of the Grant.  
Non profit is one of the eligibility requirements.  A for profit will not be eligible.  Applicants must:

a) Be located in an underserved area where Medicaid recipients do not have regular access to primary care services. 

b) Be a general-purpose local government (municipalities and counties), local government authorities and joint or multi-​county development authorities, non-profit 501(c) 3 organizations. Anticipated eligible applicants depending upon organizational structure include, but not limited to: 

1) Federally Qualified Health Centers 

2) Hospitals 

3) Rural Health Clinics 

4) Rural Health Networks 

5) Joint or multi-county development authorities 

6) Other community-based public health care  
     providers 

7) Local Governments



	How do I identify if we are located in an eligible area?
	The eligibility requirements are found on Page 4 of the Grant.  

You must be located in an underserved area where Medicaid recipients do not have regular access to primary care services.
