	Background
	The Georgia Farmworker Program (GFHP) was created in 1990 to improve the quality of Georgia’s migrant and seasonal farm workers by providing cost effective, culturally appropriate primary healthcare and by arranging for other levels of health care through collaboration and advocacy to workers and their families. The program continues to provide quality primary and preventive care at six clinic sites that encompass a twenty- one county area. The GFHP is a statewide program housed within the Georgia Department of Community Health, State Office of Rural Health (DCH/SORH). The GFHP utilizes a combination of a nurse practitioner model and a voucher program model to provide direct primary health care and preventive health services.  


	Purpose
	The purpose of this announcement is to provide notification of intent to award this grant opportunity as a sole source to Migrant Farmworker Clinic, LLC to provide migrant and seasonal farmworkers and their families in Lowndes and Echols Counties with primary and preventive health care services. 
Grant funds are to be used to:

· Provide primary and preventive healthcare services to Georgia’s Migrant and Seasonal Farmworker populations in Lowndes and Echols Counties resulting in 2900 medical users.

Lead applicants include: CHC, RHC, Community Hospitals and other Agencies Licensed to practice primary and preventive medicine in Georgia.

	Eligibility
	The Migrant Farmworkers Clinic, LLC is the only entity in Echols County and Lowndes counties with the ability and infrastructure to continue to provide medical care services in compliance with Health Resources and Services Agency Grant No. 93-224.  

The organizational structure must include a fully licensed medical care provider such as a family nurse practitioner or physicians’ assistant, a bi-lingual Spanish interpreter and an outreach worker. Must be able to collaborate with outside agencies and partner with them to provide more efficient delivery of healthcare services to the target population.
