public notice of any significant proposed change in its methods and standards for setting payment 

rates for services. 

 

Elderly and Disabled Waiver (E&D) Rate Increase for Enhanced Case Management 

 

Effective with the Governor’s approval of House Bill 44, the State Fiscal Year 2018 Appropriations 

Act, the approval of a waiver amendment by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, and 

subject to payment at fee-for-service rates, the Department is proposing a three per cent (3%) 

increase in the rates of reimbursement for Enhanced Case Management.   

 

The following rates are proposed to change:
