Pursuant to 42 C.F.R. 8§ 447.205, the Georgia Department of Community Health is required to give
public notice of any significant proposed change in its methods and standards for setting payment
rates for services.

Changes to Disproportionate Share Hospital (DSH) Allocation Methodology

Pending Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) approval, the Department of
Community Health (DCH) proposes to update the definition of rural hospital and revise the allocation
methodology used to calculate hospital specific DSH payments made on or after July 1, 2022.

A hospital will be considered a rural hospital if a hospital's county is not in a Metropolitan Statistical
Area, as defined by the United States Office of Management and Budget, OR is a county having a
population of less than 50,000 according to the United States decennial census; provided, however,
that for counties which contain a military base or installation, the military personnel and their
dependents living in such county shall be excluded from the total population of that county.

The allocation methodology will be determined based on the level of directed payments to hospitals.
If directed payments to hospitals exceed 10 percent of total payments made to Care Management
Organizations (CMOs), available DSH Payments will be allocated such that eligible critical access
hospitals, rural hospitals with less than 100 beds, and state-owned and operated acute care hospitals
will receive up to 100 percent of uncompensated care provided to uninsured and Medicaid patients.
There is no change to the existing allocation methodology if directed payments to hospitals are less
than or equal to 10 percent of total payments made to CMOs.

The DSH allocation methodology will be evaluated annually subject to the level of directed
payments to hospitals.
